Now insert stabilizer sticks with 
pull-cord, around the back of 
your bag, in the order pictured on 
the enclosed parts list.

To open your ROAD BIKE  
BAG PRO pull the stabilizer 
sticks with pull-tag out 1/3 of 
their lengh. 
 
IMPORTANT: If you don‘t pull  
out the sticks far enough, you 
will not be able to open your  
bag properly.

MOUNTING YOUR BIKE ON ROAD BIKE STAND

Place fork on front hub with correct front axle adapters. Tighten your front axle.

c) Adjust position of rear hub according to your wheel base. 
	 Place rear drop-outs on rear hub with correct rear axle adapter. Tighten your rear axle. 
d) Always choose lowest possible level at rear hub according to chain wheel size.
e) Maximum lenght from seat top to bottom of chainring is 86cm.  

Maximum wheel base is 112cm.

Click CLIP-ON WHEEL to ALUMINIUM FRONT HANDLE SYSTEM. Pin has to go into feed holes!

Remove CLIP-ON WHEEL before luggage drop and put back into the outside pocket at the 
front of your ROAD BIKE BAG PRO

Attach SIDE IMPACT  
ABSORBER using the vel-
cro strips inside your ROAD 
BIKE BAG PRO. Adjust 
the length of the absorber 
according to the width of 
your bike.
